[image: image2.png]The sensation of the end of an existential cycle can be perceived even in the midst of our tidy homes and cities. It is about having the awareness and nerve to describe a vision which not everyone can see but which the more sensitive souls experience in the oppressive atmosphere we breathe in each and every day. Eleonora Rossi has created a series of works inspired by Cormac McCarthy’s The Road but without limiting herself to mere recall. The author, with acute sensitivity, has always skillfully and charismatically eviscerated a specific projection of the many monstrosities of today’s life. Indeed, even if at first glance in the western world everything may seem to the best of all possible worlds, in truth, we are all prey to a real emotional vacuum. Hence, the feeling of the end of an historical period can lead to the apocalyptic visions proposed by Eleonora Rossi. One of the subjects she  studies with great attention are the inner cities, places where the human tide of deprived souls appears to take on a parallel dimension to the ordinary. 

In these situations, often concealed to protect interests, the game of life is played by a hoard of persons in need, intimate with day-to-day survival and with no prospects of any hope for the future. This visual flow forcefully enters the channel of awareness of the violations of our system but has the uniqueness of doing so without the auspices of a cure for the present. What we face and can perceive in what surrounds us is an anthropological and cultural disaster; it is still not a common experience but the devastation in  course can be evinced. Every shred of normal humanity or animality is practically wiped out in these works. 

We can glean only a memory of what is no longer. 
[image: image3.emf]The  predominant whiteness has the capacity not of disentangling the vision in this chaos but of adding to the dramatic explosive charge. Every revelation in these environments recalls the wandering nature of existence so dear to the artist and the compositions therefore assert another evolution of her art not detached from her previous works. The apparition of snow which wipes out the clear edge of vision heightens the alienating and terrible charge of the works. Also the fire, found in the only dark

work, only seems to be waiting for its death. The installation The road also appears to heighten the sense of non sense of all escape routes from this catastrophe. 
The shreds of humanity appear to be solely a memory of an historical time which came to a tragic end and propose a

re-arrangement of the survivors’ dimension of life. 

The suspension of time which can be evinced from the compositions leads towards a situation which is difficult to delineate in its most evident form. It is this lack of superficial definition that leads to the heart of the indescribable, a meaning which is surely accustomed to an apocalyptical situation. The dissolution of the presence does not however mean the reduction of all into pure nothingness.

Eleonora Rossi, although casting her eyes on a tabula rasa of the planet, seems to grant the possibility of shaking out of the torpor of death. Even if the certainty of our end makes us congenial to this tormented vision, the human presence of its memory, albeit highly diluted in the works, presupposes a legacy for the future. It is at the pint where nothingness seems to win than man can find ways across this planetary wretchedness that appears to be waiting for him around the corner. What’s more, only by destroying what exists can we be open to the new. The future is around the corner of a perspective open to the not known and from this corner a vision opens up with the stench of ruin and death.
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
